A&M’s baseballers take time out 
from the frantic Southwest Con­
ference campaign tomorrow night 
to meet the Bryan All-Stars at 
Travis Park in Bryan.

Proceeds from the 8 p.m. game 
will go to the Brazos County 
Teen-Age Baseball leagues. Tick­
ets are 50 cents for adults and 25 
cents for students.
“The money we get from such 

worthwhile attractions is the only 
way we have of providing the teen­
agers of Bryan with equipment and 
facilities for their summer base­
ball leagues,” said R. B. Hicker- 
son, who’s in charge of ticket sales 
for the game.
