Guy and Evelyn got the mas- 

sge. They invited Brother Bob 
to their $150,000 home and on 
April 4 of this year gave their 
lives and hearts to Christ.

That night they closed the 
Green Gate. Harrington later 
brought the place and is opening 
a Christian bookstore.

“tainted money” to good use now 
and Evelyn plans to spear-head

a campaign to outlaw stripping.
