® 3. Bring mfd-semester grade reports along when ready to order to verify passing hours for the spring
jSj; semester only.
§ 4. Anyone having failed to leave their name in advance and fail to bring their mid-semester grade

. report along when ready to order will be asked to return later to allow time for records to be 
checked.

y, 5. All rings must be paid for in full when the order is placed. Senior ring loans are available through 
Student Financial Aid in the YMCA building.

6. Students who do not place their order during this period may order after final grades are posted. 
There will be only a 1-2 week difference in delivery time for those students ordering after final 
grades are posted during May. (Whenever 92 hours have been completed and are on record, 
there is never a dead-line, except a monthly mailing date on which we send orders to the factory.)
