Bourne said Saturday the political upheaval in Iran is enablingtii 
to flow from Pakistan and Afghanistan “almost unimpeded into Em 
and the rest of the world.”

Bourne also told the fourth Southeastern Conference on Alcohol: 
Drug Abuse that Pakistan and Afghanistan in Southeast Asia 
“dramatically increased the cultivation of opium in the last tin 
years — resulting in more heroin being brought into the UnitedSl 
and Europe.

“Those two countries together now provide more opium than 
rest of the world put together— more heroin, ” Bourne said, m 
that the United States’ ability to influence those nations haddwint 
considerably in recent years.

Bourne, who was dismissed from his cabinet post after admittini 
wrote a prescription for the drug Quaalude for a fellow WhiteHt. 
staffer, said political instability in each of those nations had alii,; 
completed eradicated efforts to control the production of opium

Bourne said Iran’s religious leader. Ayatollah Khomeini, consii 
alcohol a more serious problem in his nation than, drugs.

Bourne said in past years when U.S. relations with Iran were 
stable and the shah was in power, government officials from 
nations managed to prevent the flow of heroin through Iran 
Pakistan and Afghanistan. He said heroin trafficking into theUi 
States from that part of the world was currently up from 01 
percent.

“Since the revolution that effort has stopped completely, and 
there is essentially an open situation in Iran where heroin is llo 
through Iran almost unimpeded into Europe and the rest ofti 
world. Bourne said.

He also said evidence had shown that in recent months a signife 
amount of opium was being grown in Iran, which he said had ne? 
occurred before.

Bourne, currently assistant Secretary General for the United! 
tions Development Program, told reporters prior to his speech W 
didn’t think the students who took over the U.S. embassy inTek 
were involved in drug trafficking, but that other factions in 
were the perpetrators.
