Presidential counselor Edwin 
Meese said Sunday the bill prob­
ably will be sent to Capitol Hill 
this week. The bill’s sponsors in 
Congress have not yet been 
named.

The legislation will specifical­
ly seek to end unilateral action 
taken without congressional gui­
dance by administrative agen­
cies such as the Internal Re­
venue Service. “It will give clear 
guidelines,” Meese said.

Another aim of the legisla­
tion is to stop the suggestion that 
Reagan is a racist. That idea 
emerged over the last 10 days 
because of the administration’s 
Jan. 8 decision that the IRS 
should no longer deny tax ex­
emptions to private schools that 
discriminate on the basis of race 
— a policy that began in the Nix­
on administration.

Officials say Reagan’s origin- 
I al decision was based not on the 
S question of bias, but on the un- 
J checked authority of some inde- 
■ pendent agencies.
