where there is no competition,” 
Wodlinger says. “At this time, MT V 
completely dominates and monopo­
lizes the music-video industry and 
it’s time that there was some compet­
ition.”

The station will bounce its signal 
off a satellite transponder and make 
it available to any affiliate, she says. 
Because the station already has 
broadcast-standard equipment, the 
additional cost of $1 million a year 
comes from leasing transponder 
time and from new marketing ex­
penses.

Texas A&M communications pro­
fessor Don Tomlinson says the big­
gest problem for satellite networks,

even in a market without competi­
tion is gaining affiliates.

To encourage affiliates to carry its 
signal, Hit Video USA initially will 
offer its service free of charge, Wod­
linger says. The network plans 
mainly to use cable systems as affil­
iates, but also will use Satellite Mas­
ter Antenna TV systems and possi­
bly other LPTVs.

College coordinating board 
discusses sophomore tests

AUSTIN — A good basic skills 

test for sophomore college stu­
dents would improve the quality 
of Texas' higher education insti­
tutions, a study committee was 
told Thursday.

“Testing improves instruc­
tion,” said Dr. W. James Popham, 
a nationally known expert in edu­
cational testing from the Univer­
sity of California-Ixts Angeles.

Popham told a committee of 
the Texas College and University 
System Cooroinating Boara, 
which is considering the basic 
skills test for Texas college stu­
dents, that any test adopted 
should:

more classes to work hardtr 
they can pass the test.

However, Laurie Plessala, a 
member of the committee and a 
student at Angelo State Univtr- 
sity, said students she had talktd 
with are not enthusiastic abom 
the testing proposal.

Plessala said many college stu­
dents feel "they should get tan­
gible results from the consider- 
able cost of college education and 
thev don’t feel paying for reme­
dial education (which should 
have been learned in high school] 
should be included.”

Plessala said she found, in an 
informal sampling of students 
throughout the state, that most 
students have no sympathy fon 
“19-year-old who is only in col­
lege because his mom and dad 
want him to t>e there...."
