NEW YORK (AP) — Kevin Mitch­
ell was named Most Valuable Player 
of the National League on Tuesday 
after a season that conjured visions 
of Willie Mays and erased memories 
of two teams that didn’t want him.

Rounding out the top five were 
Ryne Sandberg of Chicago wtih 157 
points and Howard Johnson of New 
York with 153.

Mitchell, 27, who led the majors 
with 47 homers and 125 RBIs, re­
ceived 20 of 24 first-place votes cast 
by two members of the Baseball
Writers’ Association of America 
from each NL city.

He had 314 points to 225 for run­
ner-up Will Clark of the Giants, who 
had three first-place votes. The 
other first-place vote went to Pedro 
Guerrero of the St. Louis Cardinals,

Mitchell batted .291 while scoring 
100 runs last season. He hit homers 
in the Giants’ first two games of the 
season and did not stop, rapidly be­
coming the most feared hitter in 
baseball.

His homers were the most by a Gi­
ant since Mays hit 52 in 1965.

Unlike Mays, however, Mitchell 
has been a sometimes unhappy jour­
neyman in the major leagues, until 
now.
