Specialists estimate that on] 
about 5 percent of the 30 mil 
lion people in poor countries 
who need treatment for HIV 
infection are getting it.

Moatti said the prices of HIV 
drugs have come down and 
can be lowered further to 
make treatment in develop­
ing countries feasible.

Moatti also said studies 
show that resistance to treat 
ment is no more common in 
the developing world than 
elsewhere and recent evi­
dence has shown that treat­
ment enhances prevention 
efforts, rather than hamper­
ing them.
